Founded in 1994, The Rainbow Chorus Aichi from Japan’s Tokai Area is a female choral
ensemble comprised of members who share a love of chorus style music, goodwill towards
foreign countries and a passion for fostering cultural understanding and exchange. The
Chorus itself has about 100 registered members ranging in ages from 30 to 80. While their
repertoire is based on Japanese folk songs, the Rainbow Chorus has expanded to include
everything from religious hymns to numbers from musicals. The chorus has visited and held
performances in Spain in 1996, Italy in 1998, America in 2000, Switzerland and China in 2002,
Australia in 2004, South Korea in 2006 and Germany in 2008 and 2010. During these tours,
the Rainbow Chorus Aichi has reached out to choruses in the area to hold special
performances with the goal of deepening cultural exchange and goodwill between
nations through the power of song. The Rainbow Chorus Aichi also frequently performs
throughout Japan including benefit concerts for the victims of 2011’s Great East
Earthquake in Sendai-City and Ishinomaki-City.
